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We are pleased to announce
that the recipient of this year’s
Pioneer of the Year Award is
Fred Ogilvie. Fred served on
the BCFCU Board of Directors
for 20 years and on ten different
committees  including  the
Budget, Loan Policy, Long
Range Facilities and Building
Committees. When  we
interviewed Fred, we asked him
which actions or decisions he
felt had the greatest impact on
the credit union. In his view,
the decision to offer members property and home loans, to open
the “branch” office on Jefferson Street which became the main
office, and to open the field of membership have been pivotal
points in the credit union’s evolution. He attributes the success
of those initiatives to effective planning, conscientious staff and
board members, strong leadership and a joint effort. Fred felt
his role on the board was to insure decisions were made based

on facts and careful analysis. His leadership role at Buckeye
in Quality Management helped make him uniquely qualified to
serve on the board.

For Fred, serving was a rewarding experience, where he learned
a lot about business and what makes people tick. When he was
approached to run for the Board of Directors, he felt it was his
responsibility to serve if people had confidence in him. The mill’s
employees had their dollars invested in the credit union and more
importantly those employees were his friends and associates. He
felt it was important to give back to the community.

Fred grew up in Gadsden County, graduated from the
University of Florida with a degree in Chemical Engineering
and was recruited by Buckeye. When he was hired, the mill at
Foley had not been built. He was drafted and served in the Army
and spent a year working in Memphis before being transferred to
Foley when the mill started up. He has been in Taylor County
ever since.

So how does Fred like retirement? He loves it. He and his
wife Virginia have traveled extensively-- visiting 48 states and
spending time with their children and grandchildren.

Dawn Taylor Recognized For Community Service

When Dawn moved to Taylor County with her family, she
didn’t plan to stay. But boy are we glad she did. Dawn loves
her community and works hard to make things better. She wants
Perry to grow and prosper. In recognition of her hard work and
contribution we are pleased to name her “BCFCU Community-
Minded Member of the Year”.

Dawn has been instrumental in creating several festivals that
bring an economic boost to our community. For example, the
Florida State Bluegrass Festival held annually in April has a $1.5
million economic impact to Taylor County and the Southern Pines
Bluegrass and BBQ Festival has an even greater impact.

She has been involved in the Relay for Life and March of Dimes
serving as Chairman of the March of Dimes six times. She has
been a team captain for Relay for Life ten times. Amazingly,
Perry’s Relay for Life, alone brought in $75,000 last year. Dawn
wanted to add new life and excitement to the March of Dimes
annual event and incorporated a Bluegrass Festival. Now the walk
and festival is a huge event. She convinced bands to significantly

reduce their fees or donate their
time leaving the festival with
only their travel expenses. She
is also active in the United Way
of the Big Bend, Rotary Club,
Perry Woman’s Club, Florida
Forest Festival, and a host of
other organizations.

Dawn is President of the
Chamber of Commerce for
Perry/Taylor  County  and
has been recognized for her
outstanding work in the Keep
America Beautiful Program,
Keep Florida Beautiful Program and the Great American Cleanup.
Dawn’s creativity, enthusiasm and drive have brought many
benefits to Taylor County and its citizens during the 20 years she
has been part of our community.

David S. Sullivan, Chairman of the Board,
presided over our 54th Annual meeting March
23rd. In his remarks he acknowledged that 2009
hadbeenoneofthemostchallengingyearsBCFCU
had ever confronted. In spite of the difficulties,
the credit union successfully completed several
positive initiatives: the installation of an ATM at
Keaton Beach; remodeling a portion of the teller
line to make it wheelchair accessible and offering
complimentary consumer education. The first
session was on Home Banking / Bill Payment.

Savings rates continue to surpass much
of our competition. He closed by reminding
members they are the ones who have made the
credit union what it is today and thanked them
for their continued support through the years.
